As Higher Education Institution, Benguet State University is committed to
offer equitable and inclusive (SDGs 5 & 10) quality education (SDG 4) and
decent work (SDG 8).

By empowering its
students, graduates, faculty and staff members, and other clients across all
programs (undergraduate, and advance studies: masters and doctorate);
the University can contribute to achieving all other SDGs.

The University was also recognized by the CHED as one of the few Level
IV State Universities in the country (Philippine _Commission of Higher
Education Memorandum No. 12 s. 2018). On 12 March 2021, the University
received a Plaque of Recognition from the Accrediting Agency of Chartered
Colleges and Universities in the Philippines (AACCUP) for its number of
Level IV accredited programs. BSU is Top 4 among ten SUCs that had the
highest number of Level IV accredited programs in 2019 out of more than
100 SUCs in the Philippines (BSU, 2021). Furthermore, the University is
ISO 2015:9001 accredited.

By continuously aspiring for excellence and assuring quality in all its four-
fold functions — instruction, research, extension and production, the
University hope get into SUC Level V, the highest SUC level/rank in the
country (DBM-CHED Joint Circular No. 1, s. 2016).

In compliance to Republic Act No. 9710, otherwise known as The Magna
Carta of Women, students regardless of gender preference are being
accepted in all degree programs of their interests. The University allocates
a minimum of five percent (5%) of its total annual budgets for gender
programs, projects, and activities (BSU-GAD). Relative to this, all colleges,
offices including student organizations’ program on gender development are
being supported.

Furthermore, SDG 1, SDG 2, and SDG 17 are also incorporated across all degree programs.

As State University, the University offers free tuition fee and other fees to all
Filipino students under the Republic Act 10931, s. 2016, otherwise known
as the Universal Access to Quality Tertiary Act.

Access to quality education is the most powerful tool to alleviate poverty and
combat hunger since this is strongly linked in having decent work and
economic growth.
